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SW: What was it like to

return to Lost last season in

a flashback? What was it like
walking on that set again?

IAN SOMERHALDER: Oh,
that was such a great feeling.
Being there with so many of the
close people in my life. It was
almost as if not even a second
had past, you know?

SW: Is there a possibility that
Boone may return in another
flashback?

IS: There is. I'm going back to
Hawaii in a couple weeks.

SW: Can you talk about that
at all?

IS: | don't even know. They're
really smart now — three
seasons into it, they don't tell
actors anything.

SW: Do you know if it's another
flashback, or if you're a ghost,
or what?

IS: |don't know yet. But when
Damon Lindelof calls you and
says, "l want you to do this,”
you do it.

SW: Are you basically on

call with them to be available
whenever they want you?

1S: No, not necessarily, it's just
fortunate that | was available.
It'll be cool. Plus, it's a first-
class trip to Hawaii to hang out
with some of my closest friends.
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Despite attempts by the Lost producers to keep
their plans strictly under wraps, all the indications
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SW: Is the story on Lost going
in a different direction to what
you thought it would when you
were there?

IS: It went way off into left
field. | would never have imag-
ined [where it's going now].
Just today, | was thinking,
that it was two years ago
| found out that Boone
was dying, two days after
the Golden Globes. And |
was in wine country. I'd
had a couple of glasses
of Pinot. | was fine, it is
one of those things.

SW: What is the best
theory you've heard?
IS: The whole purgatory
thing was always an
interesting [onel. And
| knew that wasn't it.

| can't say the best
one |'ve ever heard.
But what | do know

is how impassioned
people become when
they're explaining
these theories.
Which sometimes
gets me a little
nervous. Because
they get closer
and closer and
closer to you as
they talk. Because
they are 150 per
cent sure that
they are right.
